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BARNSTON PRIMARY SCHOOL UNIFORM

Details of the school uniform are as follows:-

The boys may choose to wear a blazer and any coat, tie, grey trousers, grey or white shirt, black pullover and grey socks where short trousers are worn.  The girls may wear a blazer and any coat, tie, grey skirt, trousers or pinafore dress, white blouse, black cardigan or sweater, white or grey socks.  

Headbands and ribbons etc should be in school colours ie black, white, yellow or gold. 

In summer the girls wear simple yellow dresses of either 1/4 inch gingham or stripes with white or black shoes and cardigan, or in year 6 grey skirt and white polo shirts are an option. Boys wear white polo shirts and grey trousers or shorts. Items of uniform can be obtained from various local retailers including Cains of Heswall, (who will have the logo woven onto jumpers/cardigans bought elsewhere) or Marks and Spencers Ltd. 

Children are encouraged to wear sunhats, sunglasses and sunscreen in summer months.  Sunscreen should be applied at home and tubes not sent into school.  
Children should also be provided with a pair of black or white pumps, black/white shorts and white t-shirt (available for purchase from the Parents' Association), kept in a named draw-string bag. Middle and Upper Primary pupils require games clothes (joggers for outside games).  All articles of clothing should be clearly marked with the owner's name.  

Please also provide spare socks and underwear to be kept in your child’s P E bag.  

Children should be discouraged from wearing any jewellery and no earrings that could “catch” either during playtimes or on PE equipment. Similarly children should be discouraged from adopting unusual hairstyles especially those that make use of braids, beads, shaved, streaked or tinted hair.  Children with long hair will need to have it tied back.  Whilst taking part in swimming lessons children will need to wear a cap if they have long hair and boys need to wear short swimming trunks not Bermuda shorts as the swimming baths will not allow these.
