The Children

· Will give of their best in all activities and focus on learning.
· Will respect the uniqueness of all other pupils, showing care and tolerance in their relationships.
· Will behave in a way that allows them to learn and does not hinder any one else’s learning.

· Will respect all the staff of the school and recognise their contribution to their learning.

· Will respect any rules and the behaviour zones that are established for good conduct to ensure the well-being of all pupils.

· Will respect the material resources that have been provided within the school.

· Will share with all the staff the responsibility for tidiness, replacement of equipment and orderliness of movement.

· Will build resilience and always try their best in all areas of the curriculum.

The Staff

· Will recognise the value and uniqueness of each child and be sensitive to individual pupil’s needs.

· Will provide good role models, showing care and consideration for others.
· Will foster good personal relationships so that a climate of trust exists between adults and children.
· Will establish and reinforce rules to ensure pupils’ good behaviour.
· Will seek to provide a stimulating learning environment for all children to access the curriculum.
· Will share with all pupils the responsibility for tidiness, replacement of equipment and orderliness of movement.

The Parents

· Will endeavour to appreciate the role of the school in the development of the child and support decisions.
· Will feel able to approach the school on any matter regarding their child’s behaviour or any behaviours affecting their child.
· Will give the school their backing when zones have to be used and accept that the zones are for all ages.
· Will support the work of the school expressing interest in and development of their child’s behaviour.
· Will accept that in some circumstances SEN pupils and disability pupils have to engage in a personalised behaviour plan.
· Will support fully the Behaviour Policy of the school.
The School

· Will through its organisation and management, endeavour to promote the well being and development of every child.
· Will create an ethos that children, staff and parents will feel part of: 

a welcoming, caring and considerate school.

· Will encourage a climate of openness where all opinions are respected.

· Will identify a system of rewards and sanctions that will encourage very positive behaviour across the school.

BEHAVIOUR

We take time to explain and demonstrate the type of conduct that is expected at Barnston emphasising the value of good social behaviour in every area of school life:

We encourage the children to:

· Say please and thank you

· Answer yes and no politely

· Know when to use an adult’s name

· Answer the register politely

· Hold the door open for an adult

· Close doors properly behind them

· Treat everyone with respect

· Show consideration and respect by being willing to listen and apologise to one another

· Show consideration, care and understanding to younger children.

· Walk quietly within the school leaving space for people to pass by.

· Line up in a quiet and orderly fashion at the beginning of each school session.

· Adopt a fair and friendly approach to team and individual games, realising that sport and games are for exercise (physical and mental) and good health as well as personal /team achievement

ALL FORMS OF ROUGH PLAY, PLAY FIGHTING AND AGGRESSIVE GAMES ARE STRONGLY DISCOURAGED

CARE OF OUR SCHOOL

We encourage the children to:

· Respect each others property
· Take care of equipment
· Be responsible for tidying things away
· Be responsible for looking after their classroom, school and playground at all times of the day.
CODE OF BEHAVIOUR FOR THE PLAYGROUND

· When we are playing we will consider others who are also playing and we will be careful not to spoil their games.

· We will be pleasant, kind and caring towards each other.

· Older children will take care of younger children

· We will play all ball games with a soft ball

· If anyone makes us unhappy or spoils our games we will tell an adult.

CODE OF BEHAVIOUR FOR ASSEMBLY
· We will come in quietly and sensibly.

· We will sit down quietly and listen to the music.

· We will sit quietly, joining in with the singing.

· We will concentrate on whoever is taking our assembly

· We will listen carefully and answer questions

· At the end of assembly we will leave quietly and sensibly.
